We are moving 3rd, 4th, and 5th Grades from upstairs Fellowship Hall to the 2nd Floor of the Children & 

Students Building (where 6th, 7th, and 8th Grades are currently-7th and 8th Grade will be moving to the 

3rd Floor - 6th Grade will not be moving) during our Bible Study times on Sunday mornings.
